Senjit Rock

Long ago, an old wandering monk traveled deep into
the Bodonch. He had journeyed across many
mountains and rivers, seekln%the divine truth and
meditating upon the ways of heaven. One day, as he
reached the bottom of the gorge, he said, “This place
is peaceful — the wind is pure, and the water 1s
clear. Here, I shall calm my mind.” Then he sat
beneath a rock and began fo meditate. Days and
nights passed — two days, three nights, then a week
— yet the monk remained still. At last, his body was
said to have merged with the light of enlightenment,
and his figure became one with the rock itself. Since
that time, the cliff has shimmered in sunlight, and
shapes resembling people and animals seem to
flicker upon it. The local people began to call it
“Senjit Khad” and have worshiped it ever since. It
is believed that if a ]i)erson burdened with sorrow or
worry prays sincerely at this rock, their heart will be
cleansed and their path will become clear.
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
